JONESVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL

Minutes of June 15, 2011
The regular meeting of the Jonesville Village Council was held on Wednesday June 15,       2011 at the Jonesville Village Hall.  President Bob Snow called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  Council members present were:  Tim Bowman, Jerry Drake, Ron Hayes, Jim Marks and Andy Penrose.  Absent:  Gerry Arno.
Also present: Manager Smith, DPW Superintendent Kyser, WWTP Superintendent Mahoney, Police Chief Corbett, Fire Chief Adair, Finance Director/Treasurer Spahr, Deputy Clerk Cindy Means, Emily and Darin Young, Ormon Brooks and State Senator Bruce Caswell.
President Bob Snow led the Pledge of Allegiance.

Senator Bruce Caswell provided the Council with information regarding the changes that have been made to the income tax on pensions and homestead income tax credit.  He also discussed the State of Michigan budget.  

During Public Comment, Darin and Emily Young addressed the council regarding their archery range at 208 Maumee Street.

The agenda was approved with the following changes:  Add 6.I. Consumers Energy Standard Lighting Contract Resolution 2011-15.  Move 6.H. Village Manager Annual Review following Department Reports.

The public hearing for the Jonesville Paper Tube Industrial Facilities Tax Exemption was opened at 7:01 p.m.  Rick Schaerer, President of Jonesville Paper Tube, spoke regarding the equipment investments of $474,799 and stated that they currently have 37 employees and have been in business for 56 years in Jonesville.  Council thanked Mr. Schaerer for his investment in Jonesville.  There were no further comments.  The public hearing closed at 7:04 p.m.

A motion was made by Jim Marks and seconded by Jerry Drake to approve Resolution 2011-11 for an Industrial Facilities Tax Exemption Certificate for Jonesville Paper Tube for equipment purchases of $474,799.  Roll call vote:  Ayes:  Tim Bowman, Jerry Drake, Ron Hayes, Jim Marks, Andy Penrose and Bob Snow.  Nays:  None.  Absent:  Gerry Arno.  Motion carried.

A public hearing was opened for the 2012 Fiscal Year Budget at 7:05 p.m.  Manager Smith reviewed the proposed balanced budget that includes total revenue/fund balance of $5,507,233, with expenditures of $5,503,435.   The property tax rate of 16.388 mills (unchanged) is proposed to be levied to support the proposed budget.  There were no further comments.  The public hearing closed at 7:07 p.m.

A motion was made by Ron Hayes and seconded by Tim Bowman to approve Resolution 2011-12 to adopt the July 2011-June 2012 Budget, General Appropriations Act and Ad Valorem Mill Levy.   Roll call vote:  Ayes:  Tim Bowman, Jerry Drake, Ron Hayes, Jim Marks, Andy Penrose and Bob Snow.  Nays:  None.  Absent:  Gerry Arno.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Ron Hayes and seconded by Andy Penrose to approve Resolution 2011-13 for a Michigan Liquor Control Commission License Transfer Class C with Dance Permit for Los Mariachis Mexican Food, LLC to transfer 100% interest to Guadalupe Guzman. Roll call vote:  Ayes:  Tim Bowman, Jerry Drake, Ron Hayes, Jim Marks, Andy Penrose and Bob Snow.  Nays:  None.  Absent:  Gerry Arno.  Motion carried.

Resolution 2011-14, Utility Billing Rates and Fees, was approved with a motion by Jerry Drake and a second by Ron Hayes. Roll call vote:  Ayes:  Tim Bowman, Jerry Drake, Ron Hayes, Jim Marks, Andy Penrose and Bob Snow.  Nays:  None.  Absent:  Gerry Arno.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Andy Penrose to accept, with regret, the resignation of Village Clerk Betsy Brooks, effective July 1, 2011 as she will begin her retirement.  Motion seconded by Jerry Drake.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

Ron Hayes made a motion to appoint Cindy Means as Village Clerk effective July 1, 2011 to fill the remaining term of retiring Clerk Betsy Brooks, which expires November 8, 2014.  Seconded by Jim Marks.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Tim Bowman and seconded by Andy Penrose to approve the appointment of Lenore Spahr as Deputy Clerk to fill the remaining term of Cindy Means effective July 1, 2011 and expiring November 8, 2014.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Andy Penrose to schedule a village to city incorporation community educational forum on July 11, 2011 at 6:30 p.m. at the Jonesville High School Cafetorium, 460 Adrian Street, Jonesville.  Second by Jerry Drake.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

Councilman Andy Penrose abstained from Item 6.G. Residential Family Archery Range due to a conflict of interest.  A motion was made by Ron Hayes and seconded by Jerry Drake to approve a residential family archery range at 208 Maumee Street.  The motion was amended by Ron Hayes to include that permission to operate the archery range at 208 Maumee Street is personal to this applicant only and that the archery range be inspected on an annual basis.  Seconded by Jerry Drake.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

Ron Hayes made a motion to approve Consumers Energy Resolution 2011-15 Standard Lighting Contract for street lighting authorization (installation of 6 luminaire on Gaige Street) and it was seconded by Jim Marks.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
The regular council minutes of May 18, 2011 and the special council minutes of June 6, 2011 were approved with a motion by Ron Hayes and a second by Jerry Drake.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

The accounts payable for June 2011 in the amount of $45,749.28 were approved with a motion by Jim Marks and a second by Ron Hayes.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

Updates were given by department heads, council members, Attorney Lovinger and Manager Smith.

At 8:05 p.m., a motion was made by Andy Penrose and seconded by Jerry Drake to go into closed session in accordance with the Michigan Open Meetings Act Section 8a, to consider the evaluation of Manager Adam Smith per his request.  Roll call vote:  Ayes:  Tim Bowman, Jerry Drake, Ron Hayes, Andy Penrose, Jim Marks and Bob Snow.  Nays:  None.  Absent:  Gerry Arno.  Motion carried.

The meeting returned to open session at 10:05 p.m.

A motion was made by Jim Marks and seconded by Jerry Drake that on June 15, 2011 the Jonesville Village Council completed a comprehensive performance evaluation for Manager Adam Smith and determined that Manager Smith received an “Outstanding Performance” rating.  All in favor.  Absent:  Gerry Arno.  Motion carried.
The regular meeting of the council adjourned at 10:08 p.m.
