Minutes of November 16, 2011
A meeting of the Jonesville Village Council was held Wednesday, November 16, 2011, at the Jonesville Village Hall.  President Bob Snow called the meeting to order at 6:31 p.m.  Council members present were:  Gerry Arno, Tim Bowman, Jerry Drake, Ron Hayes, Jim Marks, and Andy Penrose.

President Snow led the Pledge of Allegiance and moment of silence.
A motion was made by Andy Penrose and seconded by Jerry Drake to approve the Proclamation recognizing Charles H. Keefer and his 30 years of service with the United States Postal Service.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes:  Gerry Arno, Tim Bowman, Jerry Drake, Ron Hayes, Jim Marks, Andy Penrose and Robert Snow.  Nays:  None.  All in favor.  Motion carried

Upon recommendation from the Citizen Advisory Committee-Cityhood, Co-chairmen Mike Fast and David Steel conveyed unanimous approval from the committee to recommend pursuing City Incorporation.  A motion was made by Jim Marks and seconded by Ron Hayes to pursue the Village to City Incorporation.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
Item M added to Agenda:  Village to City Incorporation Next Steps. 
A motion was made by Gerry Arno and seconded by Andy Penrose to schedule a Committee of the Whole meeting for Tuesday, November 29, 2011, 6:30 p.m. at the Jonesville Fire Station for further Village to City Incorporation discussion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Jerry Drake and seconded by Gerry Arno to approve Resolution 2011-20, the designation of the Village of Jonesville Downtown Development District as the Redevelopment Project Area for purposes of the Redevelopment Project Area and Development District or Area Liquor Licenses as authorized by MCL 436.152a(1)(b).  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes:  Gerry Arno, Tim Bowman, Jerry Drake, Ron Hayes, Jim Marks, Andy Penrose and Robert Snow.  Nays:  None.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
Ron Hayes made a motion to request financial support in the form of written correspondence  from the Hillsdale County Board of Commissioners for a county-wide economic development initiative through the Economic Development Partnership of Hillsdale County.  Seconded by Jim Marks.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Andy Penrose and seconded by Gerry Arno to accept the revision made to the Council by the Budget Committee regarding the Sick Leave and Buy-Out Policies.  The number of maximum sick days allowed will be reduced from 960 hours to 504 hours and will go into effect January 1, 2012.  The Sick Leave Buy-Out is only applicable to employees hired before January 1, 2012.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Gerry Arno and seconded by Ron Hayes to authorize a variance of Code of Ordinances, Chapter 9, Article IV, Section 9-87, Discharge of Bow and Arrow in conjunction with the establishment of an Urban Deer Management program that is in accordance with the Department of Natural Resources hunting rules and regulations.  The program guidelines are to be developed and administered by the Village Manager and Jonesville Police Department in 2012.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Ron Hayes and seconded by Gerry Arno to maintain membership with Region 2 Planning Commission during 2012 with the cost of dues at $609.66.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Jerry Drake and seconded by Andy Penrose to approve Traffic Control Order #11-4; Pursuant to the authority set forth in Ordinance #16, a traffic control order is hereby established to prohibit parking, stopping, and standing in the cul-de-sac on the north end and west side of Reading Street and  Traffic Control #11-6; Pursuant to the authority set forth in Ordinance #16, a traffic control order is hereby established to prohibit parking, stopping, standing on both sides of Reading Lane.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

Per the State of Michigan Department of Treasury, a required statement was omitted from four (4) of our current IFT Exemption Applications.  The State of Michigan requested the Village correct the resolutions and resubmit the applications.  A motion was made by Ron Hayes and seconded by Jerry Drake to adopt the following language in an effort to comply with the Department of Treasury’s request; Whereas, the aggregate SEV of real and personal property exempt from ad valorem taxes within the Village of Jonesville, after granting this certificate, will exceed 5% of an amount equal to the sum of the SEV of the unit, plus the SEV of personal and real property thus exempted; and.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes:  Gerry Arno, Tim Bowman, Jerry Drake, Ron Hayes, Jim Marks, Andy Penrose, and Robert Snow.  Nays:  None.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

The Fiscal Year 2012 1st Quarter Budget Comparison was presented to Council.  The Village is currently in general compliance with the anticipated budgeted revenue and expenditures.

A motion was made by Ron Hayes and seconded by Jim Marks to further the Village to City Incorporation with the collecting of necessary petition signatures and generating an accurate municipal boundary map that precisely identifies existing Village boundaries to submit to the State Boundary Commission.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
A motion was made by Andy Penrose and seconded by Jerry drake to approve the regular minutes of October 19, 2011.   All in favor.  Motion carried.

Ron Hayes made a motion to approve the Accounts Payable for November 2011 in the amount of $95,830.55.  (Total amount adjusted from $98,292.55 due to a voided check in the amount of $3099.00).  Jim Marks seconded that motion.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

Updates were given by department heads, council members, Attorney Lovinger, Asst. to the Manager, and Manager Smith.
