Eric Macy of Nonik Technologies gave a presentation regarding the Reach 3-MC Fiber Optic Project.  Mr. Macey provided recommendations to the LDFA for the following; to partner with a private company to create plans and work out details providing voice, data and video services within the LDFA area, and to include plans to build out a fiber network over the next five (5) years.  Mr. Macy suggested working on a partnership with TC3, as Nonik Technologies is actively engaging TC3 on other business opportunities.   A pilot project was suggested to build fiber to Martinrea, which at the time is hampered by inadequate data connectivity.  Cost of construction for this segment is estimated at $12,000.    One final recommendation would be to offer a 5 year plan as an incentive for companies willing to expand an existing business or the attraction of new businesses within the LDFA area.  

Steve Harding arrived at 7:45 a.m.
A quorum was present at this time and the meeting was officially called to order.
There was no public comment.
Manager Smith and the LDFA Board recognized outgoing Board Member Jon Beal for his three (3) years of service on the LDFA Board; a letter will be issued to that effect. 
A motion was made by Bob Snow and seconded by Chellie Broesamle to approve the agenda.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

The minutes of August 17, 2011 were approved with a motion from Bob Snow and seconded by Chellie Broesamle.  All in favor.  Motion carried.

A motion was made by Steve Harding and seconded by Pete Bertolini to approve recommendation to Council of the Jonesville Tool and Mfg., LLC Industrial Facilities Tax (IFT) Exemption Certificate in the amount of $125,000.  All in favor.  Motion carried.
The LDFA Board received two applications for appointment to the board to fill the school representative vacancy; Jim Parker, Controller of Jonesville Tool and Mfg., LLC and Michelle Taylor, Homemaker.  A motion was made by Bob Snow and seconded by Steve Harding to recommend the appointment of Jim Parker to the LDFA Board for a four (4) year term.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  A letter to be issued to that effect and thanking Ms. Taylor for her interest and service to Jonesville Community Schools. 
Sue Smith, Executive Director of the Economic Development Partnership, spoke to the board regarding updates with the EDP and the EDP’s willingness to work with area business and industry.

A motion was made by Bob Snow and seconded by Pete Bertolini to approve the Annual Economic Development Partnership Investment of $15,000, as outlined in the Letter of Understanding.  All in favor.  Motion carried. 

Manager Smith gave a brief status report of the following projects that have now been completed; Reading Lane, Gaige Street Lighting, and the Industrial Park Sprinkler System.  The water tower additional principal payment is pending bank approval at this time, and progress has begun regarding the Digital Image Site Plan Program for undeveloped Industrial Park lots.
